TA System

Our Teacher Advisory system is an essential element of our proficiency-based system. Teacher
Adbvisors, in partnership with students and their families, create personalized learning plans to
help students identify and work toward academic, personal and career goals. Renaissance
Program Through our Renaissance Program students propose their own rigorous,
proficiency-based studies, courses, internships, job shadows and service learning
opportunities. These studies are designed with the guidance of the program director and a
community member with particular expertise in the field of study. An average of 73% of our

students design one or more Renaissance studies during their high school career.
VTVLC Online Classes

Twinfield students participate in online classes led by teachers from around the state of

Vermont. All online students meet weekly with a Twinfield teacher to monitor their progress.

Synapse is an integrated approach to teaching English, Social Studies and Science for ninth

and tenth grade students.
